In fact, quite the opposite is
true. The goal of ISN is to help assure
the continuing vitality of the Associa-
tion by enlisting graduate students,
post-doctoral scholars, and new
faculty members to join IAMCR. JSN
is also actively involved in providing
more oplions for members to publicly
present their research ideas.

The JSN was founded during the
21st  Scientific Conference and
General Assembly of the IAMCR in
Glasgow, July 27, 1998, from an idea
and inspiration of Ramona Rush,
Professor in Communications at ther
University of Kentucky.

Since then, the Network has grown
from an initial membership of 29 to
93 members who hail from many
different parts around the globe,
including Europe, Australia, Asia, and
Africa. Following up on the strong
interest expressed by those present at
the Glasgow Conlerence, the first
Graduate Student Roundtable was
held in Leipzig, Germany in July
1999. During this session, graduate
students presented their research
around the theme “Global communi-
cations: Talking in fulure scnse,”
followed by comments from senior
scholars and mentors. The success of
this initial roundtable discussion hacl
much to do with the feedback and
support we received from Hamid
Mowlana, Ramona Rush, and Abbas
Malek, who participated in these
sessions, The Singapore Conference
in July 2000 saw the success of the
second annual Roundlable, featuring
the theme “Riding the information
highway and the dispc d side-
ways.” We hope that these sessions
will continue to be an established
feature at IAMCR conferences.

The most important current activity
of the Network is the launch of its
own official scholarly journal,
Inter/Sections: The Journal of Global
Communications and Culture. The
journal is published in cooperation
with the Furopean Consortium for
Communications Research (ECCR),
and is charged with providing a
forum for students and newly estab-
lished scholars to present research of
the highest quality and standards.
